It was made as
a xylographic print, with a preponderant role of the Berlin Blue or Prussian Blue pigment (known in medicine due to its use in Perls staining to identify
iron deposits), whose use became widespread in 21st century art, being The starry night of Vicent Van Gogh another example of the use of this type
of tones. Attempts have been made fo establish what type of wave is to be represented in the work, in this sense, many think that it is a tsunami,
however, it more likely represents a giant wave or wandering wave.
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
